As India marks the 50th anniversary of the
Emergency imposed by then Prime Minister Indira
Gandhi on June 25, 1975, the memories remain
vivid — grim, disturbing, and etched in blood.

I witnessed it firsthand. I was in Uttar Pradesh,
one of the worst-hit states during those 21 months
of constitutional darkness. The fear was palpable
— it gripped everyone from the common man
to political stalwarts. Politicians from the 1970s
and 1980s, particularly those from the opposition,
may still recall how voices were silenced, liberties
crushed, and democracy nearly smothered under a
blanket of authoritarianism.

Indira Gandhi’s proclamation of Emergency was
ostensibly to restore “order” and ‘“stability” in a
turbulent time. But let us be honest: it was a gross
abuse of power. It was used to settle personal
scores, suppress dissent, and stifle democracy. Her
son, Sanjay Gandhi, became the face of a ruthless
and ill-conceived drive to “discipline” the nation -
a campaign that would scar generations.

Sanjay Gandhi’s forced sterilisation program is
one of the most horrifying chapters of this period.
In 1976 alone, over 8.3 million sterilisations
were performed across India - the majority were
vasectomies, many under duress. Anthropologist
Emma Tarlo’s Unsettling Memories documents how
government employees, factory workers, and even
police personnel were pressured into undergoing
sterilization. In many parts of North India, people
scrawled desperate slogans on walls:

“Nasbandi ke doot, Indira Gandhi ki loot” -
Agents of sterilisation, Indira Gandhi’s loot.

One of the most violent episodes took place
in Delhi’s Turkman Gate, a historic Muslim
neighborhood. In April 1976, when residents

resisted demolitions and sterilization drives, the police opened fire. Homes were razed, families were
displaced, and the area became an enduring symbol of state brutality.

The Emergency also saw the arrest of thousands of opposition leaders, journalists, and activists under
the draconian Maintenance of Internal Security Act (MISA). Press freedom was throttled, with strict
censorship in place. The slogan coined by sycophants — “India is Indira, and Indira is India” — was
not only delusional but disastrous, symbolizing the cult of personality that had overtaken governance.

Despite the darkness, the Congress Party survived. The Gandhi family not only weathered the post-
Emergency storm but continued to dominate Indian politics for decades. Meanwhile, India - with all its
potential - languished under corruption, cronyism, and missed opportunities. Congress could have led
India toward becoming a true superpower, but instead, it entrenched a culture of entitlement.

Today, we must remember the Emergency not as a mere political event, but as a cautionary tale.

Chennai to get 200 kms of new
footpaths, beautified public spaces in
major urban makeover

Chennai, Jun 25:

In a significant move to enhance
pedestrian infrastructure and public
aesthetics, the Greater Chennai
Corporation (GCC) has announced
plans to lay 200 kilometres of
new footpaths across the city at an
estimated cost of Rs.200 crore.

This ambitious initiative is part
of the civic body’s broader goal to
transform Chennai into a pedestrian-
friendly and visually appealing urban
space. To begin with, GCC has
floated tenders to appoint a private
consultant for the first phase, with a
design budget exceeding Rs.1 crore.

According to GCC officials,
the selected consultant will be
tasked with designing footpaths
that prioritise pedestrian safety,
reduce pedestrian-vehicle conflicts,
and provide a comfortable walking
experience. “The goal is to create
high-quality, accessible, and
continuous non-motorised transport
(NMT) infrastructure across Chennai
and oversee its rollout,” a senior
official said.

Emphasising the need for a
walkable city, the official added, “It
is vital to ensure safe, accessible, and
uninterrupted pedestrian movement
to achieve true urban mobility”

All proposed designs must align
with the latest Indian Roads Congress
(IRC) norms, Complete Streets
Guidelines, Harmonised Guidelines,
and GCC’s Inclusive Design Manual.
Features such as adequate footpath
width, seating arrangements, and
seamless integration with public
transit hubs like MTC bus stops
and Metro stations will be key
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requirements.

Footpath designs will also consider
street-specific characteristics,
institutional presence, and areas
with high pedestrian footfall.

In parallel, the GCC has issued
another tender for the upkeep of
beautified spaces along Marina
Beach, including median strips,
roadside parks, fountains, and
landscaped areas.

As per official figures, the civic
body maintains 40,659 metres of
centre medians, 55 fountains, 45
roadside parks, 48 traffic islands,
and several plantations along beach
roads.

The maintenance contract includes
daily tasks such as watering plants,
removing waste and weeds, clearing
fallen debris, and pruning hedges.
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The contractor must also install and
manage a dedicated water tank for
irrigation along the beach.

To ensure high standards, the
GCC has outlined strict penalties
for lapses. Non-compliance could
lead to fines ranging from Rs.25,000
to Rs.5 lakh per day.

“The tender process is ongoing
and we expect to finalise the
contractor by the end of July. Work
will commence within 30 days of
awarding the contract,” the official
confirmed.

With these twin initiatives,
the Greater Chennai Corporation
aims to redefine urban walkability
and public space maintenance,
promising a safer, cleaner, and
more enjoyable environment for
both residents and visitors.

It's running on fake nationalism
and PR, not performance.

We citizens, much like Air-India
passengers, keep adjusting our
broken seats, thinking, maybe
the next flight will be better. But
guess what? Sometimes the
crash comes before the change.

What happened with Air-India
was not sudden. The signs
were always there — neglected
maintenance, profit-over-people
policies, and a general “adjust
karo” attitude. The same signs
stare at us in My-India too.
Shoddy infrastructure, broken
promises, and ministers who
fly high while we sit on broken
seats.

So here’s hoping My-India
doesn’t need a black box to wake
up. Because by then, we may not
be around to read the transcript.

And oh yes, dear Air-India,
next time you give me a seat,
please don't let it be in heaven.
I’d much rather arrive late — but
arrive...!

India outwit Timor-Leste 4-0 in Women's Asian Gup Qualifiers

Chiang Mai, Jun 30:

The Indian senior women’s team
continued their emphatic run in the
AFC Women’s Asian Cup 2026 Quali-
fiers with a commanding 4-0 victory
against Timor-Leste at the 700th An-
niversary Stadium in Chiang Mai on
Sunday, June 29, 2025. The Blue Ti-
gresses led 1-0 at half-time.

Winger Manisha Kalyan (12°, 80°)
scored a brilliant brace, while Anju Ta-
mang (58’) and Lynda Kom Serto (86°)
added their names to the scoresheet
in a one-sided contest that saw India
dominate from start to finish.

With the win, India now sit atop
Group B and have certainly staked a
strong claim for the top spot in the
group with back-to-back dominant dis-
plays.

Fresh from their record-breaking
13-0 triumph over Mongolia in their
opening fixture, India entered the
match brimming with confidence.

Right from kick-off, India picked up
where they left off against Mongolia,
applying pressure high up the pitch
and creating opportunities with slick
passing and energetic wing play. The
first chance came as early as the sixth
minute when Tamang latched onto a
through ball, but Timor-Leste goal-
keeper Gorette Da Costa did well to
deny her at the near post.

However, the breakthrough came
soon after in the 12th minute. A neat
one-two between Manisha and Tamang
unlocked the left side of Timor-Leste’s
defence. Tamang released Manisha
with a perfectly weighted pass, and the
forward showed blistering pace to beat
her marker before cutting inside and
rifling a powerful left-footed strike into
the back of the net.

The early goal gave India a firm
grip on the contest. The Blue Tigresses
dictated the tempo with ease, dominat-
ing possession and probing constantly

for openings. Pyari Xaxa nearly made
it 2-0 in the 17th minute, but her
curling shot rattled the woodwork. Mo-
ments later, Soumya Guguloth tested
Da Costa again, who stood firm de-
spite the relentless Indian pressure.

Timor-Leste offered very little go-
ing forward and opted to sit deep in
an attempt to absorb India’s attacking
threat. Their conservative approach did
little to disrupt India’s rhythm, and the
first half ended with India in complete
control, albeit with only one goal to
show for it.

India resumed the second half with
renewed intent. The reward for their
persistence came in the 58th minute
when Sanju’s teasing cross from the
left caused chaos in the Timor-Leste
box. Goalkeeper Da Costa misjudged
the flight, and Tamang capitalised, tap-
ping in from close range to double
India’s lead.

Manisha then produced a moment

of sheer class in the 80th minute.
Tamang, who had been involved in
much of India’s attacking play, slipped
a clever pass to the edge of the box.
Manisha took one touch before blast-
ing a thunderous shot past Da Costa to
make it 3-0 and all but seal the points.

India’s fourth goal was a textbook
example of fluid team play. In the
86th minute, substitutes Lynda Kom
and Grace Dangmei combined beauti-
fully in midfield to split the Timor-
Leste defence. Grace drove into the
box, drew defenders towards her, and
unselfishly squared the ball to Lynda,
who calmly slotted home with time
and space to spare.

The final whistle brought scenes of
delight to the Indian bench, as the
team registered another clean sheet and
extended their goal tally to 17 in just
two matches.
